MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF NEWBERRY CITY COUNCIL

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Senn called the meeting to order.  Councilman Glasgow led in the Pledge of Allegiance. and gave the invocation.  

MINUTES

Councilman Boyd made a motion, seconded by Councilman Glasgow, to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of Newberry City Council held on December 13, 2011 as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

FINANCIAL REPORT
Mayor Senn advised that members of City Council had received a copy of the Financial Report for the period ending December 31, 2011 and noted that the report would be attached to the Minutes.  
RECOGNITION OF EMPLOYEES
Mayor Senn and City Manager Shacker recognized Ronnie Taylor, Electric Lineman A, for twenty-five years of service to the City of Newberry and presented him with a certificate and gift order packet commensurate with his years of service.  

ORDINANCE (#2012 – 1002):
Amendments to Art. IV-Sewer Service of Chapter 9 of the Code of Laws - First Reading

Mayor Senn introduced for first reading an Ordinance (#2012-1002) to amend certain section of Article IV entitled Sewer Services of Chapter 9 – Municipal Utilities and Services of the City Code.  He indicated that the EPA had made revisions to its regulations which require industrial dischargers to use treatment techniques and management practices to reduce or eliminate the discharge of harmful pollutants to sanitary sewer systems.  He reported that the City, working in conjunction with SCDHEC, had developed revisions to the City’s existing ordinances related to sewer service to comply with the new EPA rules.
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Councilman Glasgow made a motion, seconded by Councilman Wicker, to approve first reading of the Ordinance as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

PMPA:



Amendment to Agreement – Reliability Standards
Mayor Senn advised that the National Energy Regulatory Commission had made changes to the Reliability Standards applicable to Load Serving Entities making it necessary to amend the Reliability Standards Agreement signed by the City with PMPA which gives PMPA the authority to enforce the standards on behalf of the City.  He indicated that while amending the Agreement to incorporate the revisions, the PMPA Board agreed to reference the standards as an Exhibit and to grant the two Board members from the City the authority to approve any future updates to the standards.  He pointed out that this would eliminate the need to continually have the Agreement amended.
Councilman Goudelock made a motion, seconded by Councilman Boyd, to authorize the City Manager to execute the Amendment to the Agreement as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

ORDINANCE (#2012 – 1001):
Property Exchange between the City & Oakland Mill Development Group LLC - First Reading

Mayor Senn presented for first reading an Ordinance (#2012-1001) authorizing the exchange of property between the City of Newberry and the Oakland Mill Development Group, LLC.  He stated that the property exchange involved the City conveying the properties located at 2701 Fair Avenue (TM#341-1-10-10) and 2703 Fair Avenue (TM#341-1-10-9) to the Oakland Mill Development Group LLC in exchange for the properties located at 1402 Second Street (TM#341-1-14-2), 1404 Second Street (TM#341-1-14-3) and 1406 Second Street (TM#341-1-14-4).
Councilman Goudelock made a motion, seconded by Councilman Glasgow, to approve first reading of the Ordinance as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

FY2012-2013 Budget Calendar

Mayor Senn advised that the FY2012-2013 Budget Calendar had been submitted for approval.  He noted that Council’s involvement would begin on May 8th following the Council meeting and would continue, as needed, on May 9th and 10th beginning at 6:00 P.M at City Hall with an optional date of May 17th.  He reported that draft budget documents would be provided to City Council members by Friday, April 20th, giving Council members more time to review the contents of the budget prior to beginning its work sessions.
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Councilman Glasgow made a motion, seconded by Councilman Wicker, to approve the FY2012-2013 Budget Calendar as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

COUNCIL:
2012 Meeting Dates & Work Sessions
Mayor Senn presented for Council’s consideration a calendar detailing the City Council meeting dates for regular and special meeting and planned work sessions.  He indicated that in addition to the regularly scheduled City Council meetings each month in 2012 on the second Tuesday at 7:00 P.M. two special meetings had been scheduled: one for January 17th at 5:00 P.M. and one for June 21st at 7:00 P.M.  He noted that the only other change would be to move the regularly scheduled meeting in September to Monday, September 10th, at 7:00 P.M. to avoid a conflict with the municipal election which will be on Tuesday, September 11th.
Mayor Senn added that Council Work Sessions for the year had been scheduled for January 25th, April 17th, August 21st, September 4th and October 16th  each beginning at 6:00 P.M. at City Hall.  He said the calendar also contained dates for two annual meetings attended by Council.

Councilman DuBose made a motion, seconded by Councilman Boyd, to approve the 2012 City Council Meeting Schedule as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

Work Session Topics – January 25th
City Manager Shacker submitted for Council’s consideration a list of topics for the work session scheduled for January 25th at 6:00 P.M. which includes:  Recreation Progress Report; FY2011-2012 Budget Status; Special Projects Update; Utility Department Initiatives and Projects; and Employer-Employee Relations.  Mayor Senn asked for any additional topics Council might want to add to the list.  Councilman DuBose asked that the update on the Utility Department include information about the Utility Director’s position.  Councilman Goudelock asked that discussions on sidewalks in the Johnstone Street and Smith Road areas be included.
Councilman Goudelock made a motion, seconded by Councilman Summer, to approve the Work Session Topics as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

UTILITIES:



Water Service – 908 Lindsay Circle

Mayor Senn indicated that the City had received a request from the property owners, Kory and Julia Black, of 908 Lindsay Circle for the extension of water service.  He reported that the property was adjacent to an existing water line and would only involve the setting of a tap.  He stated that the property owners had execute an annexation agreement
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Councilman Glasgow made a motion, seconded by Councilman Boyd, to approve the Annexation Agreement and the request for the extension of water service at 908 Lindsay Circle as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.
