REGULAR MEETING OF NEWBERRY CITY COUNCIL

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Senn called the meeting to order and led in the Pledge of Allegiance. Councilmember Glasgow gave the invocation.

MINUTES

Councilmember Boyd made a motion, seconded by Councilmember DuBose, to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of Newberry City Council held on April 9, 2013 as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

FINANCIAL REPORT

Mayor Senn advised that members of City Council had received a copy of the Financial Report for the period ending April 30, 2013 and noted that the report would be attached to the minutes. Interim City Manager Harvey reported that general fund revenues and expenditures were tracking at about 80% and gross revenue expenditures were approximately 78% while revenues were at 80%. 

RECOGNITION OF EMPLOYEES:	

Mayor Senn and Interim City Manager Harvey recognized Todd DeLeeuw, Heavy Equipment Operator in the Street Division of Public Works, for his five years of service and Jeffrey Weyers, Water Plant Operator A, for his five years of service. They also recognized Ron Roberts, Fire Engineer, for fifteen years of service.  Each received a certificate and gift selection packet commensurate with their years of service.
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RESOLUTION:			Gregg W. Summer

Mayor Senn and City Council recognized former Councilmember Gregg W. Summer for his twelve years of service to the City as a member of City Council.  They presented a plaque to Mr. Summer acknowledging his service. Mayor Senn also read a Resolution commending Mr. Summer for his community involvement in serving on City Council and as a member of the Clinton-Newberry Natural Gas Authority Board of Directors.

ORDINANCE:	Rezoning Speer Street School Property – First Reading

Mayor Senn introduced for first reading an Ordinance (#2013-1003) to amend the Future Land Use Map and Zoning Map of the City of Newberry by rezoning the Speer Street School Property, identified by Tax Map #343-2-3-1 & 2, from R-8 Medium Density Residential to Planned Development.  He explained that Newberry College intended to convert the school to a building to house its education department.
 
Councilman Goudelock made a motion, seconded by Councilman Glasgow, to approve first reading of the Ordinance as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

RESOLUTION:	Renaming McSwain Park to Dr. Ulysses S. Gallman Park

Mayor Senn presented for Council’s consideration a Resolution to rename the McSwain Street Park to recognize and honor Dr. Ulysses S. Gallman who was an educator in the Newberry County education system for 44 years serving in many capacities including Superintendent of black schools in Newberry County. 

Councilman Boyd made a motion, seconded by Councilman Goudelock, to adopt the Resolution as presented and rename the park for Dr. Ulysses S. Gallman.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

COUNCIL:				Alcohol Sales – Taste of Newberry – June 14 

Mayor Senn reported that the City had received a request from the Executive Director of the Newberry Opera House, Deborah Smith, seeking permission from City Council to allow the sale and consumption of beer and wine in Memorial Park and the courtyard for the Taste of Newberry event scheduled of Friday, June 14th.  He stated that the Police Department will sign off on the alcohol permit if Council grants the request.
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Councilman Boyd made a motion, seconded by Councilman Goudelock, to approve the request and allow the sale and consumption of beer and wine in Memorial Park on June 14th.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

COUNCIL:				Appointment – CNNGA Board of Directors 

Mayor Senn explained that Councilman Summer had served as a member to the Clinton-Newberry Natural Gas Authority Board of Directors and his resignation meant that City Council needed to designate a new Board member.  He indicated that it had been a long-standing practice to appoint the most senior Councilmember to this position.  He stated that person would be Councilmember Lemont Glasgow.

Councilman Boyd made a motion, seconded by Councilman Wicker, to appoint Councilmember Lemont Glasgow to serve on the Board of Directors for the Clinton-Newberry Natural Gas Authority.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present and voting.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business before City Council, Councilmember Glasgow made a motion to adjourn the meeting at approximately 7:17 P.M.  Councilmember Goudelock seconded the motion which was carried by a unanimous vote of City Council members present.
