CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Senn called the meeting to order and led in the Pledge of Allegiance and gave the
invocation.

STREETSCAPE: Main Street Trees

City Manager Harvey advised City Council that the S. C. Department of Public Transportation
would like to make changes in traffic signals in the downtown as a result of the plan to plant
trees along Main Street. He presented a diagram of the plan for the Main Street streetscape.

Assistant City Manager Dewitt explained an overview of how the project had progressed thus
far. He stated that in order to install the trees along Main Street modifications would have to be
made to traffic signals and parking spaces. He requested guidance from City Council in regard to
three-way and/or four-way stops signs along Main Street. He stated that Phase | would be to
install the trees from Holman to Lindsay and replace the signal device at Lindsay to a three-way
stop. He stated that Coates would remain one-way but approximately three parking spaces
would be located along that roadway.

Councilman DuBose made a motion to install the three-way stop sign at the Lindsay and Main

Street intersection and proceed with the installation of the trees. Councilman Wicker seconded
the motion which was carried by a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

There being no further business before City Council, Councilmember Boyd made a motion to
adjourn the meeting at approximately 12:20 P.M. Councilmember Force seconded the motion
which was carried by a unanimous vote of City Council members present.
