MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF NEWBERRY CITY COUNCIL

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Senn called the meeting to order.  Councilman Boyd led in the Pledge of Allegiance and Councilman Glasgow gave the invocation.  

MINUTES

Councilman Goudelock made a motion, seconded by Councilman Boyd, to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of Newberry City Council held on April 10, 2012 as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

FINANCIAL REPORT
Mayor Senn advised that members of City Council had received a copy of the Financial Report for the period ending April 30, 2012 and noted that the report would be attached to the minutes.
City Manager Shacker reported that the City appeared to be completing the fiscal year with strong revenues primarily from vehicle tax collection and business license revenue.  

RECOGNITION OF EMPLOYEES
Mayor Senn and City Manager Shacker recognized Randy Black, Electric Lineman A, for his twenty-five years service to the City of Newberry effective in March and recognized his retirement from the City in April.  He received a certificate and gift selection packet for his years of service, and a desk clock and gift from the City commemorating his retirement.

Mayor Senn and City Manager Shacker recognized Joe McMorris, Heavy Equipment Operator with the Public Works Department, for completing twenty-five years of service.  He received a certificate and gift selection packet.

RESOLUTION:


National Preservation Month - May
Mayor Senn read a Resolution designating the month of May as National Preservation Month in Newberry.  He indicated that this program was developed by the National Trust for Historic Preservation and that this year’s theme was “Discover America’s Hidden Gems”.
Councilman Boyd made a motion, seconded by Councilman Glasgow, to approve the Resolution as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

RESOLUTION:


Peace Officers Memorial Day – May 15

Mayor Senn presented and read a Resolution designating May 15 as Peace Officers Memorial Day in Newberry.

Councilman Summer made a motion, seconded by Councilman Wicker, to approve the Resolution as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

ORDINANCE (#2012 – 1005):
Referendum for Alcohol Sales on Sundays –  First Reading

Mayor Senn introduced for first reading an Ordinance (#2012-1005) directing the Municipal Election Commission to conduct a referendum on September 11, 2012 that asks the voters to decide whether on-premise Sunday sales of alcohol should be authorized by the S.C. Department of Revenue within the City of Newberry.
Mayor Senn made a motion, seconded by Councilman Glasgow, to approve first reading of the Ordinance as presented putting the question on the ballot as a referendum in September to allow the 24 hour temporary licensing for on-premises consumption of alcoholic beverages.  
Mayor Senn called for the question and declared the motion carried following a six-to-one vote of City Council members present with Councilman Summer voting in the negative.

UTILITY SERVICE:

Water Service – 204 Robin Road

Mayor Senn advised that the City of Newberry had received an Annexation Agreement from Mr. Wilson Ruff, III, requesting water service to his property at 204 Robin Road.  He advised that the property is adjacent to an existing water line and would not require an extension of service beyond the standard water tap.
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Councilman Boyd made a motion, seconded by Councilman Wicker, to accept the Annexation Agreement and authorize the water service to the property at 204 Robin Road.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

ORDINANCE (#2012 – 1006):
Newberry Dove Club Lease – First Reading

Mayor Senn presented for first reading an Ordinance (#2012-1006) to authorize the renewal of the lease with the Newberry Dove Club for a 13.5 acre tract of land adjoining the City’s Bush River Wastewater Treatment Plant on S. C. Highway 121 for an additional three year period.  He advised that the lease contained adequate termination notification clauses should the property be needed by the City or for future industrial development.
Councilman Boyd made a motion, seconded by Councilman Goudelock, to approve first reading of the Ordinance as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.
CITY COUNCIL:


Alcohol Sales – Taste of Newberry

Mayor Senn reported that the City had received a request from the Newberry Opera House for permission to sell and consume alcohol in Memorial Park for the Taste of Newberry event on Friday, June 15.

Councilman Goudelock made a motion, seconded by Councilman Glasgow, to approve the request as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT AWARD OF EXCELLENCE:
Oakland Mill
City Manager Shacker reported that the City received notification last Thursday that the City had received the Community Development Award of Excellence award from the Community Development Association for the Oakland Mill project.

EXECUTIVE SESSION
Councilman Goudelock made a motion, seconded by Councilman Glasgow, to enter an Executive Session for the purpose of discussing a legal matter pertaining to the Electric Department as indicated on the agenda.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

Councilman Boyd made a motion, seconded by Councilman Glasgow, to reconvene the regular meeting of Newberry City Council at 7:59.M.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.  
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UTILITIES:
Settlement Agreement with Newberry Electric Cooperative – Wal-Mart
Councilman Glasgow made a motion, seconded by Councilman Boyd, to authorize the City Manager and the Mayor to finalize and execute a settlement agreement with the Newberry Electric Cooperative concerning the electric service rights to the Wal-Mart Superstore.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

Mayor Senn noted that a Budget Work Session would begin immediately following the close of the City Council meeting.

There being no further business before City Council, Councilman Goudelock made a motion to adjourn the meeting at approximately 8:01 P.M.  Councilman Glasgow seconded the motion which was carried by a unanimous vote of City Council members present. 
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
