CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Senn called the meeting to order and led in the Pledge of Allegiance. Councilman Summer gave the invocation.  

ORDINANCE (#2012 – 1010):
Rezoning – 2 parcels on Radio St. from R-8 to R-6 –  Second and Final Reading

Mayor Senn offered for second and final reading an Ordinance (#2012-1010) to rezone two parcels of land located adjacent to Radio Street (341-4-7-12, 341-4-7-13) from R-8 to R-6.  
Councilman Goudelock made a motion, seconded by Councilman Summer, to adopt the Ordinance as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

ORDINANCE (#2012 – 1011):
Rezoning – 1.71 acres on Main St. from GC to R-10 –  Second and Final Reading

Mayor Senn submitted for second and final reading an Ordinance (#2012-1011) to rezone a 1.71 acre tract of land located adjacent to the Newberry County Career Center on Main Street from GC to R-10.  

Councilman Goudelock made a motion, seconded by Councilman Boyd, to adopt the Ordinance as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.
