MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF NEWBERRY CITY COUNCIL

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Senn called the meeting to order.  Mayor Senn led in the Pledge of Allegiance. Council observed a moment of silence in recognition of 9/11 and Councilman Goudelock gave the invocation.

MINUTES

Councilman Goudelock made a motion, seconded by Councilman Wicker, to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of Newberry City Council held on August 14, 2012 as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

FINANCIAL REPORT
Mayor Senn advised that members of City Council had received a copy of the Financial Report for the period ending August 31, 2012 and noted that the report would be attached to the minutes.  

SPECIAL RECOGNITION:
Police Department Reserve Officers

Mayor Senn thanked the first responders for being present and for their service to the City and this community.  He commented on the invaluable service provided to the City by the Reserve Officers of the Newberry Police Department.  He acknowledged their combined 33 years of service to the department and their commitment in completing required training and thanked them for their service.

Chief Swindler introduced each Reserve Officer, noting their years of service with the Police Department:  James Gallman – 12 years; David Hurst – 6 years; Doyle Shealy – 6 years; Joshua Parsons – 6 years; and Glenn Moore – 3 years.
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EMPLOYEE RECOGNITION
Mayor Senn and City Manager Shacker recognized Christopher Odom, Electrical Lineman B in the Utility Department, for completing 5 years of service and Tim Swygert, Fire Captain, for his twenty-five years of service.  Each received a certificate for their service and a gift selection package commensurate with their years of service.

ORDINANCE (#2012 – 1012):
Lease/Purchase Agreement – Second and Final Reading

Mayor Senn submitted for second and final reading an Ordinance (#2012-1012) authorizing the City to enter into a lease/purchase agreement for the purchase of an automated leaf collection truck.  He reported that the staff recommended accepting the bid of $135,206 submitted by Amick Equipment Company for the equipment and the financing bid submitted by BB&T of 1.34% for sixteen quarters.  He advised that all of this information had been incorporated into the Ordinance before Council.
Councilman Glasgow made a motion, seconded by Councilman Boyd, to adopt the Ordinance as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members.

ORDINANCE (#1012-1013):
FY2012-2013 Budget Amendment – First Reading
Mayor Senn presented for consideration an Ordinance (#2012-1013) to amend the Fiscal Year 2012-2013 Budget.  He noted that spreadsheets attached to the Ordinance provided details about the proposed budget adjustments which would award bonuses to employees, upgrade the T-ball/Training League ball field, the youth football field, Vincent Street Park and allocate funds for design for Oakland Park in the General Fund.  He stated that the Gross Revenue Budget would also be adjusted to award bonuses to employees, to purchase a computer/server, perform water tank maintenance and transfer funds to the Utility Capital Fund.  He indicated that the funds transferred to the Utility Capital Fund would be utilized to upgrade flocculators at the water plant, pay for engineering at the water plant and purchase additional electrical materials.
Councilman Boyd made a motion, seconded by Councilman Goudelock, to approve first reading of the Ordinance as presented.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present. 

ORDINANCE (#2012-1014):
Water Sales Agreement – Newberry County Water & Sewer Authority – First Reading
Mayor Senn introduced for first reading an Ordinance (#2012-1014) authorizing the execution of an amended Water Sales Agreement with the Newberry County Water and Sewer Authority.  He explained that the original agreement had been executed in 1987 and had renewed every five 
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years since.  He indicated that the manager of the NCWSA had requested that the contract be renegotiated.  He stated that the City Manager would like to brief Council on the contract negotiations in Executive Session prior to first reading.
Councilman Goudelock made a motion, seconded by Councilman Glasgow, to defer this matter to Executive Session as requested.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.

COUNCIL:
Newberry Opera House – Alcohol Sales at Oktoberfest and New Year’s Eve Events

Mayor Senn remarked that the City had received a request from Deborah Smith, Executive Director of the Newberry Opera House, for permission to serve alcohol at Oktoberfest on October 6th and to allow the consumption of alcohol on Boyce Street between McKibben and Nance Streets as well as in Memorial Park on New Year’s Eve.  He advised that the provision of alcohol at both events will be subject to compliance with all S.C. Department of Revenue requirements related to special event permits for non-profit organizations.

Councilman Boyd made a motion, seconded by Councilman Goudelock, to approve the Newberry Opera House requests for alcohol sales and consumption during Oktoberfest and the New Year’s Eve event.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.
APPOINTMENTS:


Municipal Planning Commission – Robert Summer
Mayor Senn advised that there were two vacancies on the City’s Municipal Planning Commission and that Mr. Robert Summer had indicated an interest in serving on this board and could be appointed to seat of Mr. George Summer.  He suggested that the remaining appointment be discussed in Executive Session.
Councilman Glasgow made a motion, seconded by Councilman Boyd, to appoint Robert Summer to the Municipal Planning Commission to fill the seat vacated by Mr. George Summer.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.
EXECUTIVE SESSION
Councilman Boyd made a motion, seconded by Councilman Goudelock, to enter an Executive Session for the purpose of discussing personnel, contractual and legal matters as outlined on the agenda.  Mayor Senn declared the motion carried following a unanimous vote of City Council members present.
